Compiling an MLA Works Cited Page

Steps to Compiling Your Works Cited Page
1. Your Works Cited list should come at the end of your paper on its own page.

2. Center the title Works Cited at the top of the page.

3. Maintain your page number heading on the Works Cited page.

4. Maintain double spacing on the Works Cited page.

5. Alphabetize your Works Cited entries by last name of the author. If there is no author, alphabetize by the first word of the title of the article (but ignore the initial A, An or The).

Steps to Compiling a Works Cited Entry

1. Figure out what type of source you are using.

2. Use your MLA Handbook to look up the type of source.

3. Follow the steps outlined in the Handbook to arrange the order of information in your citation.

a. Pay special attention to how to punctuate citations.

b. Also pay attention to when to use italics and quotes to designate titles.

4. If there is information missing from your source (such as page numbers or an author name), you generally leave that information out, but there are sometimes special instructions as to how to indicate missing information, so be sure to check the Handbook for any special instructions for your type of source.

5.  Type out your citation as instructed. 

6. Keep the first line of the entry justified all the way to the left of the page. 

7. If the citation takes up more than one line, tab over the second and any subsequent lines.

Use your MLA Handbooks to write an appropriate MLA Works Cited entry for each of the following. Please compose your answers on the back of this paper.

1. The article was titled Land of the Surfing Hippos. It was published in August 2004 on page 100 in National Geographic. The author is Bill Pomo. National Geographic is a monthly magazine paginated by issue.

2. The article is titled Revolutionary Suicide in Toni Morrison’s Fiction, which was published in the African American Review in 2000 in volume 29, issue 34. The article was on pages 389-412. The author of the article is Nancy Snyder.

3. Taken from Sourcework by Nancy E. Dollahite and Julie Haun, which was published in 2006 in Boston by Thomson Heinle. In chapter 4 titled Building a Paper, which spans pages 72-97.

4. This article was taken from npr.org -- the website for National Public Radio. It is written by Corey Flintoff and is titled Iranian Elections Provide View into Power Dynamics. It was in the World section of the website. The article was published on March 12, 2008. I accessed it on March 13, 2008. It is a web source.

5. Taken from: Fast Food Nation by Eric Schlosser published in New York by Perennial in 2002.
6. Taken from Rereading Culture by Gary Columbo, Robert Cullen, Linda Laslow, and Bonnie Lisle. The book was published in 2007 by Bedford/St. Martins in Boston.

7. An article called “Writing Utensils” in the 5th edition (published in 1985) of the Encyclopedia of the Mediterranean.        

8.  An Internet article by Joan Ingram called “The Secrets of the Greeks.” No publishing date is provided, but it was viewed on 2/2/11. The URL is http://www.greeksecrets.com.    

9. A documentary called The Beauty of Greek Architecture. Directed by Alexander Morrow and produced/distributed by Westing Forge in 2001.  

10. An article/chapter by Joshua Smith, Ph. D. called “Those Insufferable Greeks” on page 201-247 of the book/collection called Infamous World Empires. The collection was edited by James Wygonik and published by Colonial Press of Denver in 1983.  

11.  A newspaper article by John Xavier called “The Amazing Greek Islands.” The article was published in the Washington Post on 9/2/05 and started on page D1.       

12.  An Internet article with no author called “Famous Greek Battles.” It was published on June 14, 1999 on the website Inside Ancient History, viewed on January 12, 2004, and the URL is http://www.iahistory.org/greeks/battles.htm.

Making the Works Cited Page (Homework)
