Introduction:
1. Introduce the idea(s) of dystopian fiction/social satire. How is dystopian fiction as a genre an example of social satire? (Use Cziganyik)

a. A definition of dystopian fiction and/or social satire.

2. A brief summary of the premise of the film(s) you will be discussing.

3. A thesis arguing how the film serves as a piece of social satire

4. A forecasting statement that introduces the aspects of society that are being satirized

Example: Idiocracy serves as social satire by portraying a dystopian future in which technology, the media and advertising have dumbed down society.

Body Paragraphs:

1. Topic sentence that argues about how an aspect of our current society is mirrored and distorted in the piece of fiction (ties back to your forecasting statement)
2. Examples (from the film)

a. Describe scenes or other aspects of the film

b. Analyze examples: Cziganyik and our modern life (draw comparisons)

Conclusion: Food for thought

Are these effective ways of warning society of the future it may face?
